Funding provides ‘Cracking Food’ for Chorlton
A local social enterprise organisation is set to turn the Chorlton community into budding chefs, all thanks to a £98,000 grant from Local Food, a £50 million funding programme supported by the Big Lottery Fund.
Krata, of Chorlton, Manchester, were amongst the successful applicants to receive funding from the Local Food Programme which will be supporting food related community projects right across the country.

Their ‘Cracking Good Food’ project will develop a cooking network that compromises of an interactive website and range of practical cooking sessions, to re-ignite the love of good, homemade food. Uniting communities from Chorlton and the surrounding areas, the two year project will run over 100 sessions that will benefit up to 2000 people.
Adele Jordan, Cracking Food Co-ordinator said:

“By re-connecting people with food that’s grown seasonally, we hope the project will reveal the more affordable tastier and sociable options to the ready meal.”
“Chorlton is just the best place for local food with greengrocers, delis, butchers, bakers and fishmongers. With our funders keen to encourage more locally grown food we’ll be working with allotments and keen gardeners, showing people how to turn garden veg into tasty curries, soups and salads.”
Mark Wheddon, Local Food Programme Manager said:
“It is projects like this that have a wide and lasting impact on the community and we are happy to support them. This project marks just the beginning in terms of Local Food grants. With a record £50 million to distribute to various groups we will begin to see a real change in the accessibility of local food.”
Local Food has been developed by a consortium of 15 national environmental organisations, and is managed on their behalf by the Royal Society of Wildlife Trusts (RSWT). Supported by the Big Lottery Fund's Changing Spaces programme, Local Food will distribute grants to a variety of food related projects to make locally grown food more accessible.
