The project, which will inspire children and the community about the food they eat, received the go ahead following a £240,000 grant from Local Food, a £50 million funding programme supported by the Big Lottery Fund.

“This new initiative will really allow children from the North east to discover where their food comes from, as well as develop their knowledge of seasonality, organic principles, and more importantly the cultural diversity of food growing.”

Food and drink at the event will be provided by a variety of local suppliers, with burgers from Freeman Catering Butchers, buns from Thomsons Bakery, and bottled tap water from Northumbrian Water.
